Mr. Ed Holly expressed several concerns over what he felt were the adverse effects of using “smart meters”
Privacy & health being top priorities. He presented a 2012 article from the Detroit New to back up his concerns. 

Brian Sousa, a representative from Wade Trim, project Manager was asked by the Clerk if smart meters & radio reads are the same thing.
 Smart meters are installed to allow the signal to be transmitted thru a cell tower connection. The information would be collected from many miles away. Mr. Holly is correct in that it is felt that smart meters using towers to transmit data are easier to hack into. They do use radiation to send signals. 
The Village is proposing the use of radio read meters which can only be read from a limited distance. 

The proposal indicates that the meter can be read by passing by the meter from a moving vehicle. It could not be accessed from any tower.

$100000.00 has been set aside to install the meters & system in the Village. Mr. Holly asked if that was a reasonable use of monies for a town this size.

Village Manager Foster explained that the Village is facing a meter issue as the meters now being used are no longer being produced. The Village will have to install new meters in the future. We are now piecing together meter parts to replace any meter that is non-working.

The Clerk explained the use of manpower to read & enter the meter reads as we do it now. It is hoped that what could take up to 32 man-hours could be reduced to less than eight hours.
A question was asked if there would be an opt-out option for a meter change. The Village does not believe that option would be available.

1. A resident spoke on the perceived lack of the Village attention to cutting back banks & cleaning out fire hydrants from banks. It has been a long and hard winter season. Many hours have been spent keeping the roads cleared and passable within the Village limits. The Council, Staff and DPW are well aware that we are behind on many corrective issues. 

2. A Resident has requested that trees in the alley way behind his house be removed. The village does not remove live trees but will review the trees this spring. Because the Resident has asked previously and also talked to a Councilperson without any action he felt his request was being ignored. The Village office did apologize for that perception and explained its position

3. As the meeting discussion became heated, Council was asked if this forum was the correct venue to express citizen concerns. Resident was assured this was the correct action. 
4. A Representative from the newly formed Lions Club of Kingsley relayed meeting dates as being the 2nd & 4th Thursdays of the month
